feast than Easter.  
Our Christmas man-
ger, tree, mistletoe 
and other holiday 
decorations were 
omnipresent  for 
many days while 
our Easter decorations were seen for only as  
long as the candy eggs remained uneaten. 
Yet, for the early Christians, Easter, or more 
properly the Paschal Mystery, was estab-
lished long before Christmas.  
     The Paschal Mystery is the solemn cele-
bration of the Passion, Death and Resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ. If we were to recognize 
that Christmas is a one day feast while 
Easter is most properly celebrated as a festi-
val of three days including Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday and the Saturday evening 
Easter Vigil, we could see that this triduum 
is truly the most important of out liturgical 
celebrations.

$500 Here, $500 There Add Up To 
Nearly $2 Million For Seminarians, 
Postulants From Local Knights Of 

Columbus  
More than 2,000 K of C units take part in 

program providing financial and moral sup-
port to 3,400 students  

New Haven, CT — Local units of the 
Knights of Columbus provided $1,981,218 
in financial support to 3,417 seminarians 
and postulants through the organization’s 
Refund Support Vocations Program 
(RSVP). More than 2,050 K of C units 
"adopted" a seminarian or postulant, provid-
ing each with $500 or more for personal use. 
For every $500 raised and donated, the in-
ternational office of the Knights of Colum-
bus refunds the unit $100.  
"We have a very aggressive program to 
make sure every seminarian is sponsored," 
said Wayne C. Hogan, the Knights’ state 
deputy in Washington. Knights there helped 
more than 90 seminarians through RSVP in 
2000-01 and donated an additional $17,000 
each to the vocations programs of the Arch-
diocese of Seattle and the dioceses of 
Yakima and Tacoma.  
In North Dakota the story is much the same,  
according to State Deputy Steven Riehl. 
"We see that every seminarian in the state,  
no matter where he is and no matter what 
seminary he’s attending, receives a scholar-
ship," Riehl said. North Dakota Knights pro-
vided $30,500 in financi al aid to 30 semi-
narians last year.  
Knights in Redondo Beach, Calif., helped 
six seminarians at St. John’s Seminary in 
Camarillo, providing a total of $7,200. 
Grand Knight Clifford d’Autremont said 
members also correspond regularly with the 
seminarians and at least once a year visit the 
seminary and take the students out for a 
meal.  
"Support for vocations is one of the Knights’ 
top priorities," explained Supreme Knight 
Carl A. Anderson. "Our goal continues to be 
the adoption of every seminarian in the 
United States and Canada through our Re-
fund Support Vocations Program." In addi-
tion to various scholarship programs for 
seminarians, the Knights of Columbus has 
also provided $100,000 to organizers of the 
Third Continental Congress on Vocations in 
North America to be held in Montreal.
